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Pursuant to 11 NCAC 06A .0802(i) Only a licensed insurance producer who is unable to comply with
continuing education requirements due to military service, or long-term medical disability may request a
waiver for continuing education requirements. A long-term medical disability means that it is certified on
an annual basis by an attending physician to the licensee. The Commissioner shall grant an exemption
from Continuing Education requirements for up to one year if the producer submits the following: (1)
deployment orders from the United States Department of Defense; or (2) a notarized statement from a
licensed physician stating the producer is unable to do the work he is licensed to do.
